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Class 2 Curriculum Overview, Summer Term 2021
Welcome to the Summer term.   
Our topic is Fire, Water and Ice!  
We will be learning about volcanoes, mountains and rivers. 
Please find below an outline of the main areas we will be exploring this term in Class Two.

	Literacy/English

This term, we will be reading texts linked to our topic of ‘Fire, water and ice!’ These include ‘The Firework-Maker's Daughter’ by Philip Pullman, ‘King of the Cloud Forests’ by Michael Morpurgo and ‘Flood’ by Alvaro F. Villa. Writing activities will be linked to these texts and will cover a range of both factual and imaginative writing opportunities.  This will include narrative writing, poetry writing and writing to discuss. 

We have weekly guided reading and reading comprehension sessions in groups to practise skills for reading, writing and spelling. The children will use Accelerated Reader to assess the understanding of the books they are reading.
We have our weekly spelling test on Mondays.

Please read at home with your child and ask questions about their book.  This continues to be an essential part of your child’s development.   As their reading progresses, it becomes increasingly important to question your child about their book so they can start to see the deeper levels of meaning within the text.   

Please support your child in progressing with literacy by reading with your child regularly and talking about their reading. Please sign the book every week.

	Maths

We are working from the National Curriculum 2014.  This term we will be working on fractions and decimals; percentages; converting units and times tables learning. We will be focussing on problem solving and reasoning in all these areas.
Please support your child in progressing with maths by practising tables regularly and mental calculations.

	Science

Our science topic this term will be learning about green plants and living things. We will learn to recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways; explore and use classification keys; describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian, an insect and a bird and describe the life process of reproduction in some plants and animals. There will be a variety of different types of science enquiry: observing over time; identifying and classifying; pattern seeking; research and comparative / fair testing.

	Topic    
Our topic this term will be learning about key aspects of physical geography including volcanoes, earthquakes, rivers and mountains. We will use maps, atlases, globes and digital mapping to locate countries and the features we study. 

	RE     
We will be exploring why some journeys and places are special.

	PE (Physical Development)         
· Tuesday and Friday pm: Multiskills with Mrs Fitch. We will be developing skills in cricket, rounders and athletics this term. 

· 9am each morning: “Wake and Shake” and skipping activities. 



	PSHE/Circle Time
Mrs Skinner leads on our PSHE. This term we will exploring the theme of ‘Relationships’. All children will be involved in regular turn- taking games involving listening, thinking and sharing ideas and the social skills of good manners and consideration for others’ feelings will always be encouraged.  

We expect appropriate behaviour at all times; positive reinforcement of desirable behaviour will be recognised and rewarded.

E-safety

	Cookery

When it is appropriate, we will continue to have a half termly cookery day, led by Mrs Skinner, with the children taking it in turns to have a go. This activity helps the children with their literacy and numeracy skills, through discussion and measuring using g/kg and ml/l. Also, it links to our work in Science, where the children observe and compare the changes that take place, for example, when baking bread or cakes.

	French
We will be using the ‘Salut!’ resources to teach French this term. We will be playing games, singing songs and reading stories each week to learn French. Year 3 and 4 topics will be ‘The Body’ and ‘Sport’ and Year 5 and 6 topics will be ‘The Environment’ and ‘Family.’

	Music

When it is appropriate, we will learn and perform some songs this term.

	Art/ DT

Our artwork and DT this term will be to create volcanic artwork, inspired by the work of artist Margaret Godfrey.

	Homework

Weekly Maths and English homework for Year 3 and 4 will be handed out on Wednesday.  Weekly Maths and English homework for Year 5 and 6 will be handed out on Friday. If your child has difficulty with their homework, please write a message in the home diary.  
Also, the children have a range of activities to choose from related to our topics.  The children are asked to complete at least 3 pieces of work during a term.
