Wellington Area Rural Federation recognises its duty under the DDA (Disability Discriminations Act)

Drawing up an Action Plan
The 3 areas to be considered in this action plan are:

a) Improving Education & related activities
The schools will continue to seek and follow the advice of LA services, such as specialist teacher advisers and SEN inspectors/advisers, and of appropriate health professionals from the local NHS Trusts.

b) Improving the Physical environment
The schools will take account of the needs of pupils and visitors with physical difficulties and sensory impairments when planning and undertaking future improvements and refurbishments of the site and premises, such as improved access, lighting, acoustic treatment and colour schemes, and more accessible facilities and fittings.

c) Improving the Provision of information
The schools will make itself aware of local services, including those provided through the LEA, for providing information in alternative formats when required or requested.
